BUSINESS ITEM 

 

1.   Update for the Larkspur Recreation 40th Anniversary Celebration September 27,  

       2014 

 

Recreation Director Whitley presented a staff report.  He stated the Larkspur Community 

Foundation has donated $2,000 toward the celebration.  The Commission had discussed 

including the Volunteer Fire Department, Public Works Department, and the Central 

Marin Police Department but staff has decided to include other groups such as after 

school instructors, tennis instructors, instead.  These individuals would be stationed at a 

picnic table with brochures and perhaps give demonstrations.  In addition, staff was 

thinking about having a bounce house, water slide, and inflatable obstacle course at the 

celebration.  He noted the celebration would be held from 1:00 p.m. to 4:00 p.m. and staff 

thought it would make more sense to have snacks, such as a popcorn or a snow cone 

machine, as opposed to a BBQ.  Congressman Jared Huffman and Supervisor Katie Rice 

have been invited along with Senator Barbara Boxer.  Senator Boxer’s brother-in-law,  
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Harold Boxer, is involved in quite a few of the Recreation Department’s regular offerings 

and is quite the wiffle ball player.  A wiffle ball game is being planned.  He distributed a 

list of people/groups who would be invited.   

 

Commissioner Blauvelt stated she spoke to Recreation Director Whitley about combining 

the event with a Volunteer Day effort.  Staff seemed very receptive to this idea.  The 

Public Works Director offered some suggestions on possible two to three hour volunteer 

projects.  The projects could be done the same day of the event.  Chair Matteo stated that 

was a great idea.  Commissioner Blauvelt stated she would like to work on this idea with 

staff. 

 

Commissioner McNally asked if the Larkspur Rec-ing Crew (not-for-profit organization) 

would be involved in the celebration.  Recreation Director Whitley stated “yes”.  

Commissioner Blauvelt discussed the difference between the two, newly created not-for-

profit organizations (Larkspur Community Foundation and Larkspur Rec-ing Crew). 

 

Commissioner McNally referred to the list passed out by the Recreation Director and 

asked if these people/organizations have already agreed to participate.  Recreation 

Director Whitley stated “not yet” but the majority of them would like to be included in 

the event. 

 

Recreation Director Whitley stated he would love to hear any suggestions from the 

Commission. 

 

Chair Matteo asked about the status of the relocation of the Dog Park and whether or not 

it would be completed by September 27th.   Recreation Director Whitley stated it was 

doubtful but he would ask the Public Works Director. 

 

RECREATION DIRECTOR’S ORAL REPORT 

 

Recreation Director Whitley reported registrations for the Super Cool Summer School 

occurred on April 24th and 25th with nearly 500 forms.  Kudos to Directors Erin Duggan 

and Beth Seuss.  Staff is working on plans for reconfiguration of the Recreation 

Department.   

 

Commissioner Blauvelt stated the Commission should somehow recognize Summer 

School Directors Duggan and Seuss. 

 

Recreation Supervisor Clegg reported on the successful Teen/Tween programs including 

a trip to Disneyland, Water World, Santa Cruz Boardwalk, ice-skating, etc.   She stated 

the Egg Hunt was a smashing success.  Commissioner Blauvelt asked about the 

attendance.  Recreation Supervisor Clegg stated there were close to 200 children in Piper 

Park that morning.  
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Chair Matteo had a question about the transportation for the Tween programs.  

Commissioner Blauvelt asked if most of the kids were from Hall Middle School.     

Recreation Supervisor Clegg stated “yes”.
